May 14th through the 16th marked a highly anticipated weekend for all Junior Grangers in Berks County, Berks County Junior County Camp.  

Approximately 50 campers and more than 30 staff members participated in this yearôs camp held at Camp Swatara.  This year our theme was 

ñJuniors vs. Wildò and focused around all sorts of North American animals and their habitats.  Even the weather decided to help with the at-

mosphere by starting off the weekend with a powerful thunderstorm.  Even this bad start couldnôt ruin our fun throughout the weekend, as the 

rest of the weekend was perfect for our camp. 

 

In Berks County, Junior Grange Camp consists of many workshops, both educational and fun, that helps to develop each of our Juniors into 

more well rounded individuals.
